During these last years, the
Peopular Republic of China is arousing a big curiosity and each time more Europeans are willing to
know the wonders of this giant of 1.300 millions inhabitants. It is clear that, at all levels, our occidental
societies are making significant efforts to enter the gigantic market that some have symbolized as a
slept lion.

To help to know better a part of its thousand-year-old culture, we have organized this look to the
Chinese Puppetry Art. As we will see in this catalogue, some of the most traditicnal forms or techniques
in this art have their origin in this country, that is why we are particularly proud to have achieved to
bring closer to our citizens his thousand-year-old art.

We are going to
have the opportunity to admire near 400 works of art, that will show us the piastic beauty and the
technique complexity of the best Chinese masters in hand, Rod, Strings and Shadow Puppet.

Even though it may be reiterative, we have to insist upon the fact that we are facing a unigue exhibition
as the previous ones were; it means it has been set up exclusively for Tolosa. We have shaped and
designed it step by step together with our Chinese partners and we will see it for the first time on the
opening at the Aramburu Palace.

Five has been the selected companies following the criteria of high quality and trying, as always,
to open a view as wide and diverse as possible. Four of them will show us their skill in the different
traditional techniques and the fifth will show us the way to treat a traditional subject from their country
in a more contemporary way.

We want to thanks all that have made possible the carrying out of this project and give our most
warm welcome to these more than 60 Chinese artists that made up the delegation of the Window to
China Puppetry.
